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PROMISED LAND
INTRODUCTION
Two years ago Sophia Barrett delivered a prophetic word for our church that we were about to enter into a new era, that we were crossing into new territory, a place we had never been to before. I firmly believe this primarily refers to our discipleship vision as a church, particularly outworked through lifegroups – more people becoming more like Jesus. This has since been confirmed through other prophetic words, including “Be zealous for fellowship with my people.
